Since the 1950s, black mustard has become less popular as compared to brown mustard 
because some cultivars of brown mustard have seeds that can be mechanically harvested 
in a more efficient manner 
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poppy seed 1mm :The seeds are small (about 1 mm [0.04 inch] in length), 
kidney-shaped, and grayish blue to dark blue in colour

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A seed is a small embryonic plant enclosed in a covering called the seed coat,

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The seeds are generally almost microscopic and very numerous, in some species over a 
million per capsule. After ripening they blow off like dust particles or spores. They lack 
endosperm and must enter symbiotic relationship with various mycorrhizal 
basidiomyceteous fungi that provide them the necessary nutrients to germinate, so that all 
orchid species are mycoheterotrophic during germination and reliant upon fungi to 
complete their lifecycle. 

As the chance for a seed to meet a fitting fungus is very small, only a minute fraction of all 
the seeds released grow into an adult plant. Germination can take up to fifteen years.
